Our topic for the final half term will be ‘Where we live’ we will be focusing on our homes, school and local area. Some of you may be returning to school this half term, others will be remaining at home. Therefore we have made this topic accessible to all and we will continue to provide the home learning which can be completed at home or in school. 





In English, our focus story will be ‘The Jolly Postman’. This is a great story for our topic as we see the postman delivering his letters all around the village. This book will teach the children about what is needed to deliver a letter – an address! It will also teach them about the different types of post we can receive. At this strange time, receiving things in the post has become more popular than ever, with people sending and receiving pictures, letters and postcards to/from family and friends to keep in touch – so it feels a very fitting story. We will build up writing our own letters, but in the meantime, keep an eye out for what may be arriving in the post for you!





In Maths we will be focusing on money, this is a topic Class One always find tricky so we will try and plan some fun activities and lead onto some practical addition and subtraction tasks involving money over the coming weeks. We will also be focusing on multiplication and division with Y1, and numbers to 20 and beyond with reception.





Our topic focus will be all about where we live, starting with children being able to know and write their own address. We will also be doing some map work looking at arial and street views with the help of ‘Google Maps’. Science will be all about materials as we explore materials and their purposes, leading to children designing a new summer outfit!





We understand this is still a difficult time for families and home learning can be a struggle at times. We are trying our best to make activities fun and practical and accessible to those at home.
