Learning Zone Home Learning
In the Learning Zone, work is differentiated with groups. Sometimes, this Home Learning Sheet will refer to the groups so that children get the work which is right for them. Maths
Green and Blue group – knowing the names of 3D shapes such as cube, cuboid, and cone. Can you find things around your house which are 3D shapes. What 2D shapes are their sides made from?
Keep practising counting to 10 and beyond- How many different things can you count?
Red and Yellow group – are measuring length and height using multilink cubes and rulers. Can you estimate height and length before trying to measure items? Do your estimates get more accurate with practice? What is the tallest thing you can measure? What is the shortest?
White Group – practising reciting times tables. A good order to learn them in is 2, 5, 10, 4, 3, 6, 8, 9, 7, 11, 12. Let us know when you can recite a times table by heart and we will test you over Zoom! Log on to TT Rockstars to practise!
