Learning Zone Home Learning
In the Learning Zone, work is differentiated with groups. Sometimes, this Home Learning Sheet will refer to the groups so that children get the work which is right for them. If you are unsure which groups your child is in, please email agreasley@wharncliffeside.sheffield.sch.uk to find out. Have a go at the activities we have suggested and get in touch for any advice or to let us know how you are getting on.

Maths
[bookmark: _GoBack]Green and Blue group – Counting objects – start with three, move to 5, 10 and then 20. Using actions e.g. roll dice/pat your knees/put objects in a hoop a certain amount of times to associate number names with amounts. Put an amount of items next to the correct numeral. Use comparative language e.g. more/less/the same. This can be done with toys, foods, actions (jumping) – whatever suits them.
Red and Yellow group – Understanding the difference between odd and even numbers. Knowing the numbers that odd (odd 1, 3, 5, 7, 9) and even numbers end in (even 0, 2, 4, 6, 8). Sharing an amount between 2 and seeing if any are left over to make it and odd number. 
Telling the time to the hour and half hour. Talking about the time throughout the day and the things that we do at certain times. 
Continuing to familiarise themselves with money. Understanding how many pennies are equal to a 2p, 5p and 10p, making 10p and 20p using different combinations of coins, ‘playing shop’ etc. Extend with 20p, 50p and £1. 
White Group – practising reciting times tables. A good order to learn them in is 2, 5, 10, 4, 3, 6, 8, 9, 7, 11, 12. Let us know when you can recite a times table by heart and we will test you over Zoom!

Literacy
Key Stage One – Make a fruit salad (or something your child likes to eat). After that, talk about and write the steps you took to make the fruit salad. You can also practise writing your name.
Key Stage Two – Watch this video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=-_xkraSZxwQ and write a story of what happened. Try to include a conversation with speech in inverted commas (“”). If you want to extend this learning, change some of the details or make the story longer by saying what happened after the video ended.
