	Year 1
· Fact families (see below)
· To know how additions and subtractions are linked, eg using the numbers 2, 8 and 10 we can make the sums: 2+8 = 10
		    8+ 2 = 10
		   10-2 = 8
		   10-8=2
We call these a ‘Fact Family’. 

· Subtracting by ‘finding the difference’, eg What is the difference between 9 and 3 (9-3 = 6)
Year 2 
· Know doubles up to double 15, eg double 4 is 8, double 14 is 28.
· Practise quick ways of adding and subtracting 2 or more single digits. Use doubles or near doubles, look for bonds to 10 etc, eg 6+2+6 (double 6 then 2 more = 14), 5+6 (double 5 then 1 more = 11), 4+7+6 (6+4 make 10 then 7 more = 17)
· Know the previous ten, eg the next previous 10 for 58 = 50,
· Subtract tens from any 2 digit number eg 35-20, 67-30 etc
· Subtract by ‘calling at the previous ten’, eg 23 - 6 can be done by 23-3 to get to 20, then – 3 more. 
	· We will be using research skills to find out about toys from the past (Lego, marbles, Noah’s Ark, pottery dolls)
· Practise writing statement sentences about the toys, eg ‘Lego was invented in Denmark.’
· Start to organise writing into paragraphs. 
Phonics:
Mrs Senior’s group:
‘Wa’ making ‘wo’ sound like in the words ‘wallet, was, water, wand, watches’. 

Mrs Harrison’s group:
alternative ‘a’ like in acorn (makes a long vowel sound like the letter name)
Focus on Year 1 common exception words

	· Science – We are going to investigate which materials would be good for Traction Man’s trousers. They will need to be made out of a material that is ‘hard wearing’. This means that it can rub on the ground without getting holes in it. Test some materials to see how hard wearing they are (we will do this by scraping a rock on different materials and counting how many rubs it needs before a hole appears). You could try foil, plastic (from a plastic bag), felt or a variety of fabric if you have any. 

· Art: Looking at ‘line’
